2009/00697  Prior Approval for the siting of telecom. Equipment, namely 3x9m wooden poles, buried 1.7m(7.3m aboveground) cables attached 300mm from top, for Openreach.   FMPC comment: This is the worst sort of development that would add to the existing retrograde appearance of the lane which is adjacent to the Conservation Area The opportunity to place these cables underground should not be missed. The Parish Council feel strongly about this misguided application and have received eleven signatures of support from residents.
